During the summer of 2021, all students and families were given the opportunity to sign up to for 
summer programs, but we worked with teachers and instructional staff to target students that may 
need additional support throughout the summer based on end of year assessment data such as their 
Fountas and Pinnell reading level or their Measure of Academic Progress comprehensive scores. We 
encouraged them to sign up and attend at least one week. Next summer, we plan to possibly use the 
same model including using local data to target the students who need more support.

Strategies and skill instruction was provided throughout the summer to helps students 
strengthen their skills for the next school year. The summer was also a time to re-engage 
students with in-person learning. To help keep the stamina going throughout the summer to 
support the start of a full in-person school year model.
